Questions  in  advance  :

· For  documents, photos, music, videos etc,  stored on a second Hard Drive, would it be easier to just copy them to an external HDD rather than an Image backup such as Macrium Reflect ?   The issue here is that not a lot of data changes between these backups.  Thus useful to either use a differential image backup (ie. only backup changes each time)  –  or if doing a simple file copies,  to use a program such as Free-File-Sync to just copy the changes onto the external drive..
· When trying to do a Macrium backup - it refuses, saying the disk has problems – yet File Explorer shows all the files OK.  Suggested that given File Explorer supposedly works        a)   try and copy all files to an external backup


   

                     b)   run CHKDSK for that drive - Rt click on Drive,  then Properties / Tools / Error Check  c)   this may then allow Macrium to work OK  






· If setting up a replacement HDD,  how can email files be transferred ?  Suggested do an export from the old HDD email account,   then an import on the new HDD. 
· When starting PC,  it defaults to an unwanted  secondary  logon.  Solution – do a logoff before shutdown, so that on next  PowerUp, it will allow the desired account to be chosen. 
· Some programs are suggesting PC drivers need updating ?   Seems classic “ if ain’t broke,  don’t fix”  . . . .  Check item manufacturers websites for driver versions and effects.
