“Sent some PDFs from my USB drive to the desktop, but cannot open them on the desktop”    When using “Send to Desktop”,  it simply creates a desktop shortcut back to the USB drive (rather than copying the file).  Thus if the USB drive has been removed, the short cut will not work. 

A member is having problems connecting a new device to their network and getting error message “incorrect network key” after inputting what was thought to be the correct key?   While different routers may have different error messages, it was suggested to check that encryption method selected on the device be the same as the router (usually WPA2-PSK).

Main Topic :    Backups
Backing up PC data is a key preventative measure on our PCs – but often a confusing topic.
The presentation covered the various types and methods and emphasised :

a)  possible losses of data and systems (viruses, hardware failure, physical loss) 

b)  system Restore points and rollback  (by default, turned off in Windows 10)

c)  different methods of backups – file vs image copy

d)  need for “offsite backup” should say a house fire destroy everything 

e)  that the backup method be fully tested . . .   

We then analysed a member’s question about file copying to multiple devices . . . possibly solved by a script – but needing all devices to be onsite at that time.  Possible better solution to use an automated  Cloud Backup, such as OneDrive as built into Windows.
