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	A key part of Windows is One Drive – an extra directory where user data placed there will be easily copied to “the cloud”.  It can then be synchronised across multiple devices and selectively shared with other users, via email advice  . . . . 

For basic users, one GigaByte (GB) is provided free  –  but for MelbPC members using Office-365,  one TeraByte (TB) is provided as part of the subscription.  
   (  1 TB = 1,000 GB,   1 GB =  1,000 MB !  )
