Welcome to a possible new member, with a Kobo eBook reader.   Regretfully, no one has experience with this hardware,  so YouTube mentioned as a possible place for advice.

Questions :

“ How to transfer files between two PCs – maybe a USB-USB connector ?”   While such  smart cables are available for about $15,  it is probably easier to just create a local network with each PC connected using ethernet cables to the router.   Key steps being to ensure both router and PCs are setup for DHCP (Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol), the usual default.

A problem losing files when deleting from over-capacity OneDrive cloud. Key is to ensure files are also stored in an area outside OneDrive, so that they are seperately retained once deleted from the OneDrive cloud.  (or just increase the OneDrive allocation) 

Is  4G/5G  an NBN alternative ?    Optus have recently announced a $70/m Unlimited Data offering for 5G home internet, using mobile connections rather than fixed NBN.  Thus it is a  viable alternative to NBN - especially as speeds > 100 Mb/s maybe available, depending on distance and obstructions from nearest Optus tower.

Data Security – Passwords Management 
Given growing need for unique and complex passwords for each site,  a password manager is recommended - one free offering being  BitWarden  from   bitwarden.com as below
